WHEREAS, the Palmetto State is home to six (6) commercial service airports, sixty-
one (61) general aviation airports and four (4) busy military airfields that
provide essential support to South Carolina’s diversified business base,
increasing population and growing tourism industry; and,

recreational flying providing a gateway to communities and tourist
attractions, accommodating agricultural spraying, supporting air cargo and
air freight shipments, helping law enforcement, supporting the military
and its operations, providing access in times of emergency and supporting
